For submitting application documents for the above registration, applicants are required to agree to the points in the memorandum provided below.

(Application)

1. (1) JQA will issue an estimate upon receiving your application documents. Subject to your acceptance of the content of the estimate, you are requested to provide us with samples and their collateral components (hereinafter called “samples”) and written materials (hereinafter called “samples and/or materials”). The fees and the delivery date specified in an estimate are calculated in accordance with our standard procedure.

(2) The documents submitted to us will not be returned.

(3) In principle, samples will be returned. You are required to pay the expenses incurred in connection with the return of samples. If you desire the destruction of your samples, you must pay for such destruction.

(4) Once submitted samples are disassembled, they will not be reassembled unless such reassembly is needed to keep the samples stabilized during transit. To have samples reassembled for return, please consult with us in advance.
