Confirmations and Understandings for e-learning Services

The Confirmations and Understandings for e-learning Services (hereinafter referred to as “Confirmations and
Understandings”) shall specify an applicant’s rights and obligations when an applicant accesses to each website
with the domain as “https://v2.nex-pro.com/jga” or “https://v2.nex-pro.com/admin/login?enterprise_code=jga”
(Including relevant changed websites, if the domains or contents are changed, regardless of reasons. Additional
websites will also be included when JQA adds and specifies as JQA’s websites as needed. Hereinafter referred to
as collectively, “Websites.”), which are operated by Japan Quality Assurance Organization (Head office location:
1-25 Kanda-Sudacho, Chiyoda-ku, Tokyo. Hereinafter, “JQA.”), and use services provided by JQA in or through
Websites.

An applicant may apply for the use of this Services, provided that they have accepted all of Confirmations and
Understandings in a predetermined method by JQA.

An applicant shall never be charged to JQA just for the reason that they have agreed with the Confirmations and
Understandings.

Article 1 (Services)

1. The Services are such that JQA provides on or through Websites with or without charges (including additional
services provided by JQA, regardless of reasons. [Changes on names or contents are also included]) and various
kinds of their incidental or related services provided by JQA.

2.The “Course Materials” mean movies, images, texts, sounds, software’s, layouts, designs, data, and other
information that comprise the whole or part of the Services.

Article 2 (Scopes and Changes of Confirmations and Understandings)

1. The Confirmations and Understandings shall apply an applicant who has applied for the use of the Services and
been approved for application by JQA (hereinafter, “Contracted party”). The Contracted party shall accept the
Confirmations and Understandings in a predetermined method by JQA and apply for the use of the Services, and
be able to receive the Services specified by its relevant application upon approval by JQA.

2. If JQA specifies separate or additional provisions of services, the relevant provisions shall comprise a part of the
Confirmations and Understandings. If the Confirmations and Understandings differ from separate or additional
provisions of services, separate or additional provisions of services shall supersede the Confirmations and
Understandings.

3. JQA may revise the Confirmations and Understandings within a reasonable range without Contracted party’s
approval.

4.1f JQA falls under preceding two sections, JQA shall notify Contracted parties and Users (Users mean persons
whom JQA approves for an application from a Contracted party separately; the same applies hereinafter.) under
the provisions of Article 4.

Article 3 (How to use)

1. Users may access to the Websites in a manner separately defined by JQA and use specific Services provided
for a relevant Contracted party. Officers or employees belonged to subsidiaries, a parent company, affiliate
companies, etc. of a Contracted party (except for officers or employees of a Contracted party) may use specific
Services that are provided to a relevant Contracted party only if JQA separately approves the use for them.
However, it may not be granted if a Contracted party uses the Services to subsidiaries, a parent company, or
affiliate companies for the purpose of profit.

2.JQA shall lend and notify a Login ID/Password (hereinafter, “Login ID/Password”) for each Contracted party and
user.

3. A Contracted party may use or have its user use, under its responsibility and expense, a Login ID/Password to
utilize specific Services that are provided for a relevant Contracted party (Do not have multiple users use a same
Login ID/Password. In this case, another Login ID/Password must be lent with charges for users who use the
same Services.).

4.Users may download and use Course Materials related to specific Services that are provided by JQA for a
Contracted party. To use Course Materials, users need the usage environment specified by JQA separately
(including but not limited to hardware, connection environment). A Contracted party may not use Course Materials.
A Contracted party may only view the progress status of users through the Services.
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Article 4 (How to be notified and accept)

1. Notices about the Services from JQA to Contracted parties shall be made by general posting on Websites or in
other ways that are found to be appropriate by JQA, unless otherwise specified in the Confirmations and
Understandings.

2. Regardless of the preceding section, when notices defined in the preceding section are sent to Contracted parties
by e-mail, the relevant notices shall be deemed as completed by sending notices from JQA to e-mail addresses
that were registered by Contracted parties at application of the use or updated by Contracted parties after
registration.

3. When notices defined in Paragraph 1 of this article are made by general posting on Websites, notices to
Contracted parties or Users shall be deemed as completed upon posting them on Websites.

4. Contracted parties may cancel the Agreement as defined in Paragraph 2, Article 6 and finish the use of the
Services by taking objection in writing to JQA within 10 days after completion of a notice under Paragraph 1 or 2
in this Article. If an objection has not reached to JQA within the defined period, upon completion of a notice,
Contracted parties shall be deemed to approve contents of the said notice without any objection. Even in case
that Contracted parties, under this Article, cancel this Agreement as defined in Paragraph 2, Article 6 and finish
the use of the Services, JQA will not refund the usage charges to Contracted parties.

5. When JQA considers as necessary, JQA sends a notice about the use of the Services directly to all or a part of
Users. Provisions in Paragraph 1 through 4 of this Article shall apply mutatis mutandis to notices for said Users
by replacing the term, Contracted parties, to Users.

Article 5 (Ranges of use)

1. A Contracted party shall use or have Users use the Course Materials only for the purpose of Users’ learning and
self-improvement, and shall not disclose or let Users disclose Course Materials to third parties (except for Users;
the same shall apply hereinafter in this Article.) without approval from JQA.

2. A Contracted party may not set or have Users set a sub-license right to third parties regarding Course Materials,
or exercise or have Users exercise a right on the Copyright Law such as distribution, sales, transfer, rental, etc.
to third parties.

3. A Contracted party must not conduct or have Users conduct reverse-engineering, decompilation, or
disassembling of Course Materials.

4. A Contracted party must not revise or have Users revise all or a part of Course Materials and not create or have
Users create derivative materials based on such revisions.

5. If JQA suffers damage due to a breach of obligation regarding Paragraphs 1 through 4 of this Article caused by
Users’ action or a violation by a Contracted party, a Contracted party shall be liable for all damages thereof.

Article 6 (Establishment of the Agreement and Use of the Service)

1. When a Contracted party applies the use of the Services, a Contracted party shall agree with the Confirmations
and Understandings and then submit a JQA’s Application Form that defines necessary matters and a JQA’s
Consent Form signed by Users (hereinafter, “Submitted Documents”) to JQA.

2. The Agreement regarding the specific Services related to the relevant application (hereinafter, “the Agreement”)
shall be established when JQA receives Submitted Documents from a Contracted party, informs that the specific
Services related to the relevant application is available in a predetermined method (including posting on JQA’s
website or other electronic communications) to a Contracted party, and receives a usage charge for the Services
from a Contracted party. After establishment of the Agreement, JQA will notify Login IDs/Passwords to a
Contracted party and Users. A Contracted party and Users may use the specific Services related to the relevant
application from the notification date of Login ID/Password from JQA to a Contracted party and Users.

3. In case that a Contracted party falls under either of following cases, JQA may reject an application or cancel an
application that has been received once, by the discretion of JQA.

(1) In case that a Contracted party falls under Item 1 or 2 in Paragraph 1 of Article 14. In this case, JQA shall not
assume any duties and liabilities about damages of a Contracted party due to such cancellation. If JQA incurs
any damages due to such cancellation, a Contracted party shall be liable for JQA’s damages.

(2) In case that JQA determines that a Contracted party may have difficulties to pay or default on payment of a
usage charge of the Services.

(3) In case that a Contracted party submits a false statement.

(4) In case that JQA determines that products or services provided by a Contracted party are technically or
commercially competitive.

(5) Otherwise, in case that JQA determines that a Contracted party is inappropriate for the use of the Services.

4. Services provided by JQA may be used only when a Contracted party has completed the payment of usage
charge after application of a course.

5. After submitting an application form, a course may not be changed. If withdrawing an application, a Contracted
party shall inform a withdrawal in writing. In this case, if Login IDs/Passwords have already been notified to Users,
JQA will not refund a paid usage charge to a Contracted party.

6. Services are available for 24 hours a day, every day, except as specified in Article 17.

7. An available period of the Services shall start from the notification date of Login ID/Password from JQA to Users
until the end date of the period for the Services.

8. A Contracted party shall agree with the following about starting the use of Services.

(1) When a Contracted party or Users register their information, a Contracted party shall provide or have Users
provide all of the latest and correct information.
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(2) In the case specified as Item 1, a Contracted party shall maintain or have Users maintain the registered
information as the latest, complete, and correct information at any time in accordance with the Confirmations
and Understandings.

(3) In the case specified as ltem 1, if any changes are made on the registered information, a Contracted party
shall immediately notify or have Users notify them in a predetermined method by JQA.

(4) In the case specified as Item 1, a Contracted party shall not change or have Users change basic items which
should not be changed such as a name of a User in principle, unless otherwise JQA accepts (e.g. Change in
a family name due to marriage, etc.).

(5) The usage environment specified by JQA should be conformed (including but not limited to hardware,
connection environment).

9. Regarding damages of a Contracted party or Users caused by any failures of the registered information described
as the preceding paragraph, a Contracted party shall discharge JQA from liability and shall not bring any trouble
to JQA.

10.1If a Contracted party or Users fall under either of the following items, JQA may refuse the use of Services by
such User to a Contracted party.

(1) In case that, for a Contracted party or Users, a qualification of User revoked in the past due to a breach of
the Confirmations and Understandings related to Services that were provided by JQA or JQA’s affiliate
companies.

(2) In case that there is a false statement, erroneous description, or an incomplete form for the registered
information as specified in Paragraph 8.

(3) Otherwise, in case that JQA determines that a Contracted party or Users are inappropriate for the use of the
Services.

11. If any action of a Contracted party or Users is found to fall under either of cases in the preceding paragraph or
breaches provisions in the Confirmations and Understandings, JQA may refuse a Contracted party or such User
from using the Services until the end of the period of the Agreement by a notification to such User or a Contracted
party.

12. A Contracted party shall prepare or have Users prepare necessary communication devices, softwares, or others
to use the Services under a Contracted party’s or Users’ responsibility and at their expense.

Additionally, a Contracted party shall use or have Users use the Services through any telecommunications
service under a Contracted party’s or Users’ responsibility and at their expense.

13.For performance of the system, if access to a web page (an announcement page, a web form, etc.), a direct
URL, or others exceeds a certain amount, performance may become lower. The system provided by Services
is a multi-tenant type sharing service. Depending on the usage status of a Contracted party or Users or any
reason of an Internet provider, performance of each function used by a Contracted party or Users may be
affected.

14. All of the operating time related to Service (the available time, the time for server maintenance, etc.) is according
to Japan time and displays in Japan time.

15.Depending on a location of a Contracted party/Users or countries/areas to use the Services, all or a part of the
Services may not be used because of policies or laws and regulations in the relevant countries or areas, actions
by public agencies, or telecommunications conditions of telecommunication carriers such as a network failure.
In such cases, JQA shall not assume any liability.

Article 7 (Usage charge of the Services)

1. A Contracted party shall pay a usage charge to a bank account specified by JQA under payment conditions
described in an invoice from JQA.

2.1f a Contracted party does not pay a usage charge by a due date separately specified by JQA, JQA may cancel
an application that has been accepted once.

3. If a Contracted party needs permits and licenses or other procedures for money transfer to JQA under laws and
regulations in their origin country, a Contracted party shall perform all of such necessary actions under their
responsibility. Any charge for money transfer shall be borne by a Contracted party.

4. If any tax is imposed to a billing amount from JQA in the origin country of a Contracted party, it shall be borne

by a Contracted party. A Contracted party shall transfer all of a billing amount.

Article 8 (Management Obligations of Login ID and Password)

1. A Contracted party shall be fully liable for the use and management of Login ID/Password.

2. A Contracted party shall not have third parties use Login ID/Password by themselves or Users, or not lend,
transfer, change of name, sell and purchase, pledge Login ID/Password or not have Users do as such.

3. Regarding damages of a Contracted party, Users, or third parties due to improper management, error during the
use, or the use by third parties about Login ID/Password caused by a Contracted party or Users, a Contracted
party shall discharge JQA from liability and shall not bring any trouble to JQA.

4.1f a Contracted party knew that Login ID/Password was stolen or lost or third parties used Login ID/Password, by
themselves or Users, or was reported as such, a Contracted party shall immediately report about them to JQA
and follow instructions from JQA if any.

5. When Login IDs/Passwords used for login to the Services were consistent with the information of a Contracted
party or Users registered in JQA, JQA shall consider that such login was done by a Contracted party or a relevant
User. All usage charges or other incurred expenses shall be borne by a Contracted party.

6. JQA may record the information about Login ID/Password and use it to provide the Services. However, it is not
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guaranteed that the deleted information about Login ID/Password is restored.

7. Except for JQA’s intentional action or gross negligence, if any third party is damaged due to or related to the use
of Services by a Contracted party or Users, a Contracted party shall discharge JQA from liability and shall not
bring any trouble to JQA.

Article 9 (Contact for inquiries)

1. JQA shall provide contacts for inquiries to receive and handle/reply questions or requests about the Services
from Contracted parties or Users.

2. Inquiries shall be received only by an e-mail from a dedicated website. JQA may change contacts without any
prior notices.

3. The operation hour of contacts for inquiries shall be from 9:00 am to 5:25 pm, Monday through Friday in Japan
time (excluding national holidays in Japan).

4. JQA may not handle or reply depending on contents of questions/requests to contacts for inquiries.

Article 10 (Subcontracting)
JQA may subcontract a whole or part of Services that is provided for Contracted parties or Users to an agent or
a third party at their discretion.

Article 11 (Handling of Personal Information)

1.JQA shall legally obtain the personal information (For the definition of the personal information, see auxiliary
provisions of the Confirmations and Understandings.) of a Contracted party or Users with their consents to
provide the Services.

2.When JQA provides services for the learning management or others of Users which are subcontracted by a
Contracted party, JQA may be subcontracted for handling of Users personal information from a Contracted party.
In this case, JQA shall comply with laws or regulations and guidelines of an administrative authority and handle
the subcontracted personal information strictly and properly.

Article 12 (Prohibitions)
1. A Contracted party must not perform or have Users perform the following actions during the use of Services.

(1) Actions that infringe or may infringe intellectual property rights (including a copy right, a trademark right, etc.)
or other rights of JQA or third parties (including persons who provide each Course Materials comprising the
Services to JQA [hereinafter, “Course Material Provider”] and right holders of Course Materials; the same
applies hereinafter in this Article.).

(2) Actions that infringe or may infringe properties of JQA or third parties, or privacy or portrait rights of third
parties.

(3) In addition to preceding ltem (1) and (2), actions that cause or may cause disadvantages or damages to JQA
or third parties.

(4) Actions that slander JQA or third parties, disgrace them, or impair their reputations.

(5) Actions that disturb or may disturb public order, or provide the information disturbing public order to JQA or
third parties.

(6) Criminal actions or actions that lead or may lead to a criminal act.

(7) Regardless of ongoing election campaigns, election campaigns or similar actions.

(8) Activities related to sex cultures, religions, or politics.

(9) Actions that have commercial purposes or to prepare for commercial use through or related to the Services,
without JQA'’s approval.

(10) Actions to use Login ID/Password illegally.

(11) Actions by using the Services to attack a server, network, software, hardware of JQA or third parties or break
or disrupt their functions.

(12) Actions through the Services to use or provide a harmful program such as computer viruses in association
with the Services.

(13) Actions that violate or may violate laws and regulations in Japan or in the origin country/area of a Contracted
party or countries/areas where Users actually use the Services, including other applicable laws and
regulations.

(14) In addition to the preceding Items, actions that violate the Agreement and/or Confirmations and
Understandings or hinder the operation of the Services.

(15) Actions that encourage either of above-mentioned actions in the preceding ltems.

(16) Other actions that JQA determines as inappropriate.

2.1f JQA or third parties suffer any damage caused by actions of a Contracted party or Users as described in

Paragraph 1, a Contracted party shall be fully reliable for all of related legal and contractual responsibilities and

shall not bring any trouble to JQA.

Article 13 (Suspension/Refusal of use)
1.1f a Contracted party or Users fall under Paragraph 3 or 10 in Article 6 or either of the following items, JQA may
refuse the use of Services by such User without any prior notice to a Contracted party.
(1) In case that a false statement was found in an application.
(2) In case that any prohibited action specified in Article 12 was performed.
(3) Regardless of means, in case that the operation of the Services was hindered.
(4) In case that, despite of requests from JQA under either of Item 1 or 2 in Paragraph 1 of Article 15, a Contracted
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party or Users do not comply with the requests.
(5) In case that User’s action violates the Confirmations and Understandings.
(6) Otherwise, in case that JQA determines that User’s action is inappropriate.
2.Even if a relevant User may not use the Services and any damage is caused because JQA takes an action
specified as the preceding ltems, a Contracted party shall discharge JQA from liability and shall not claim or have
Users claim any expense to JQA.

Article 14 (Elimination of Antisocial Forces)
1. If a Contracted party or Users fall under either of the following items, JQA may immediately terminate the
Agreement without any prior notice to a Contracted party.

(1) In case that JQA determines that a Contracted party or Users or their officer are an organized crime group, a
member of an organized crime group, an associate member of an organized crime group, a related
company/organization of an organized crime group, a corporate extortionist or an equivalent thereof
(hereinafter collectively, “Organized Crime Group Members”), or fall under either of the following items.

(a) They have a relationship which may be recognized that Organized Crime Group Members take control over
the business management.

(b) They have a relationship which may be recognized that Organized Crime Group Members are virtually
involved in the business management.

(c) They have a relationship which may be recognized that they illegally utilize Organized Crime Group
Members for the purpose of wrongful gain for themselves, their companies, or third parties or causing
damage to third parties, etc.

(d) They have a relationship which may be recognized that they provide money or favors to Organized Crime
Group Members.

(e) Officers or persons who are virtually involved in the business management have a socially-accusable
relationship with Organized Crime Group Members.

(2) In case that either of following actions was performed by themselves or using a third party.

) Violent act of demanding.

) lllegal act of demanding that exceeds legal responsibilities.

) Actions with threatening or violent behavior for business transaction.

) Actions to impair JQA’s reputation or hinder the JQA’s operation by spreading rumors, using fraudulent
means or force.

(e) Equivalent actions to the preceding (a) through (d).

2.Even if any damage is caused on a Contracted party or Users because of termination of the Agreement under
the preceding Items, a Contracted party shall discharge JQA from liability and shall not claim or have Users claim
any expense to JQA. Additionally, if any damage is caused on JQA because of termination of the Agreement
under the preceding ltems, a Contracted party shall be fully liable for such damage and provide compensation
for the full amount.

Article 15 (Coping with Violations of the Confirmations and Understandings)
1.1f JQA receives complaints/claims about the use of Services from a third party because a Contracted party
violates the Confirmations and Understandings and considers as necessary or considers as inappropriate for
operation of the Services with other reasons, JQA may take either of or a combination of the following actions to
a Contracted party.
(1) JQA shall request to stop actions that violate the Confirmations and Understandings and not to repeat same
actions.
(2) JQA shall request to hold discussions with a third party to eliminate complaints/claims.
(3) JQA shall suspend or refuse the use of Login ID/Password until the end of the Agreement with prior notice.
(However, if JQA determines as a matter of urgency, JQA shall notify after taking an action.)
2. A Contracted party shall accept that the provisions in the preceding paragraphs do not put an obligation on JQA
to take actions specified in the preceding paragraphs. Additionally, when JQA takes an action specified in the
preceding items, a Contracted party shall discharge JQA from liability about a result caused by such action.

Article 16 (Indemnification for Damage)

If a Contracted party caused damages to JQA or third parties including Course Material Providers because of
violation of the Confirmations and Understandings, Agreement, or laws and regulations, a Contracted party shall
be liable for such damage and must discharge JQA from liabilities for any damages/disadvantages due to or
related to such violation. If Users caused damages to JQA or third parties including Course Material Providers
because of infringement of the Confirmations and Understandings or violation of “Terms of Use for e-learning
Services (Annex)” for which Users separately accepted compliance, a relevant Contracted party shall be liable
for such damage and must discharge JQA from liabilities for any damages/disadvantages due to or related to
such infringement.

Article 17 (Changes, Discontinuation or Suspension of Service Requirements or Contents)

1. Regarding operation of the Services, JQA may monitor the use of Services and if necessary, limit access to a
whole or part of Websites at their discretion.

2. JQA may stop/suspend to operate or provide a whole or part of Services if the following cases are fallen under.
(1) In case of regular or urgent maintenance for a whole or part of the system of Services.
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(2) In case that Course Materials may not be provided as usual due to changes of policies/laws and regulations,
other actions by public agencies, war, riot, civil disturbance, labor dispute, earthquake, eruption, floods,
tsunami, fire, blackout, pandemic of infectious diseases, or other emergency situations.

(3) In case that Services do not properly work and continuous provision of Services is extremely difficult.

(4) In case that JQA determines as necessary to protect JQA's facilities from unauthorized access or program.

(5) Otherwise, in case that JQA determines that a whole or part of Services should be temporarily or provisionally
stopped for the necessary operation of Services.

3. When JQA stop/suspend to operate a whole or part of Services as specified in the preceding items, JQA shall
notify to Users in advance. However, this is not applied in the case of emergency or unavoidable situations.

4. JQA shall not assume any liability for any damages of a Contracted party or third parties (including Users) caused
by limitation of access to a whole or part of Websites or stoppage/suspension to operate or provide a whole or
part of Services, under the preceding Paragraph 1 and 2.

5. JQA may change a whole or part of contents or names of Services and Course Materials without prior notice to
a Contracted party or Users.

Article 18 (Abolition of the Services)
If JQA abolishes the Services, JQA may abolish the Services by notifying it to Contracted parties and Users by 6
months before the abolition date as specified in Article 4, without prior approvals from Contracted parties and
Users. JQA shall not assume any liability for any damages of Contracted parties or third parties (including Users)
caused by abolition of the Services.

Article 19 (Attribution of rights)

1. All of rights for all programs, Course Materials, softwares, individual services, procedures, trademarks, trade
names that comprise, attach, or relate to the Services and associated technologies belong to JQA, Course
Material Providers, or system providers, which are protected by the Copyright Act, Trademark Act, Patent Act,
other laws and regulations, and applicable international treaties in Japan or other jurisdictions. A Contracted party
shall not take or have Users take any actions to infringe these rights.

2. A Contracted party shall not use or have Users use the information or files provided through the Services in any
methods over the ranges specified by the Agreement, Confirmations and Understandings, or laws and regulations.
However, this is not applied when a prior approval has been obtained from JQA.

3. A Contracted party shall not perform or have Users perform reproduction, reprinting, or diversion of a whole or
part of screens, documents, contents of courses, or certificates, as they are or revised, which are provided
through the Services. However, this is not applied when a prior approval has been obtained from JQA.

4. A Contracted party shall not have Users or third parties use or disclose the information or files provided through
Course Materials in any methods (except of the use by Users under the Confirmations and Understandings).
However, this is not applied when a prior approval has been obtained from JQA.

5.In the event a dispute arises due to violation of the provisions in this Article, a Contracted party shall resolve a
relevant dispute at their expense under their responsibilities and also, shall discharge JQA from any liability and
provide compensation for the full amount of damages suffered by JQA. If such dispute arises from Users’ action,
a Contracted party shall resolve a relevant dispute at their expense under their responsibilities and also, shall
discharge JQA from any liability and provide compensation for the full amount of damages suffered by JQA.

Article 20 (Non-guarantee)

1. The system of Services and Course Materials will be provided as they are to a Contracted party. JQA shall not
guarantee in express or implied about all of legal defect liability (including latent defects) including their integrity,
accuracy, rights (including non-infringement of third party’s rights), reliability, and usability.

2. JQA shall not guarantee for a Contracted party that functions in the system of Services and Course Materials
meet requirements of a Contracted party and also, there is no suspension or error for operation of the system of
Services and Course Materials.

Article 21 (Disclaimer)
1. JQA shall not be liable for following damages caused by the use or handling of the system of Services and Course
Materials.
(1) Damages of the system of Services and Course Materials caused by a Contracted party, Users, or third parties
(2) Misuse of the system of Services and Course Materials
(3) Modification or reproduction of the system of Services and Course Materials by a Contracted party, Users, or
third parties
(4) Use of the system of Services and Course Materials in the environment that is not guaranteed by JQA for
operation
(5) Loss of usage benefit, lost earnings, or loss of data
(6) Secondary or consequential loss, indirect damage, or special damage
(7) Regardless of anticipation by JQA, any loss that is not considered to be a JQA'’s fault
2. JQA shall not assume any liability for any loss or damages due to delay or nonfulfillment of Services, which are
beyond the reasonable control of JQA, including (but not limited to) a war, riot, pandemic of infectious diseases,
limitations, prohibitions, or establishment of laws by the government or government agency, import/export
restrictions, striking or civil disturbance (regardless of involvement of own company’s or third party’s employees),
unprocurable labors or materials, failures of machine, fire, or accidents. If such cases arise, JQA may terminate
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or suspend the agreement about provision of Services without assuming any liability.

3. Unless otherwise specified separately, JQA shall not assume any liability for any damages of Users or third parties
caused by delay, change, suspension, stoppage, termination, abolition of provision of Services, or washed-away
or loss of the information registered or provided through Services, and other damages related to Services.

4. In association with the Confirmations and Understandings, JQA shall not assume any compensation liability for
special damage (regardless of predictability), loss or damage of data, or lost earnings in any case that JQA’s
compensation liability arises for a Contracted party. In any cases, JQA'’s responsibility for a Contracted party shall
be limited to a usage charge that JQA received from a relevant Contracted party for a course that has not been
completed.

5. Indemnities specified in the preceding four paragraphs shall not apply for Contracted party’s damages caused
by JQA'’s intentional action or gross negligence.

Article 22 (Confidentiality)

JQA and a Contracted party (hereinafter, “Receiving Parties”), without prior approval in writing from the other

party (hereinafter, “Disclosing Party”), shall not disclose or leak the information, which can be obtained through

provision of the Services, regardless of operational or technical tangible or intangible entities for the Disclosing

Party (hereinafter, “Confidential Information”). However, this is not applied when a case falls under the following

(Item (5) is limited to a case for a minimum necessary disclosure based on such request of disclosure.).

(1) Information which has already become publicly known at disclosure.

(2) Information which has become publicly known after disclosure without any fault of Receiving Parties.

(3) Information which may be proven that Receiving Parties legally obtained without any obligation of
confidentiality from a third party with a legitimate right.

(4) Information which was obtained in Receiving Parties’ right without using the Confidential Information of a
Disclosing Party.

(5) When a request of disclosure is received based on laws and regulation related to the Confidential Information
or official authority of a public agency.

Article 23 (Transfer)
JQA shall transfer the rights under the Agreement to a group company or a company specified by JQA and have
such company accept obligations hereunder, with which a Contracted party shall agree without any objection.

Article 24 (Cancellation from a Contracted party, usage charge not refund)

1. When a Contracted party cancel a whole or part of the Agreement and finish the use of a whole or part of Services,
a Contracted party shall notify JQA at least 90 days before.

2. Unless otherwise a JQA’s fault or specified in the Confirmations and Understandings, JQA shall not refund a
usage charge to a Contracted party when a Contracted party cancel a whole or part of the Services, whether it
be a compensation or others.

Article 25 (Questionnaire and Input Information in Course Materials)
Results of questionnaire answered by Users and input information in Course Materials during the use of Services
may be used for sales promotion activities of Services or input in contents of materials, except for the Personal
Information as defined in Paragraph 1, Article 2 of the Act on the Protection of Personal Information. JQA shall
assume that a Contracted party and Users have agreed with such use in prior.

Article 26 (Overall)

1. In association with the Services, if a dispute arises between a Contracted party and JQA, a Contracted party and
JQA shall discuss together in good faith.

2. Even if such dispute is not settled after discussion under the preceding Paragraph, arbitration shall be conducted
in accordance with the commercial arbitration rules of the Japan Commercial Arbitration Association in Tokyo,
Japan. The award of the arbitration shall be final and legally bind each party. The arbitration procedure shall be
conducted in Japanese. The expenses incurred for the arbitration (including reasonable legal costs) shall be
borne as specified by an arbitrator who is appointed in accordance with the commercial arbitration rules.
Additionally, the Confirmations and Understandings prepared in any language other than Japanese shall be used
only for the purpose of reference and the Japanese version shall be deemed as the original. Its applicable laws
shall be the laws of Japan.

3. Regardless of reasons, provisions of this Article shall maintain effective until the time of agreement for the end of
effect in this Article in writing even after termination or cancellation of the Agreement for the use of Services.

Auxiliary Provisions for Protection of Personal Information Related to the Use of Services

JQA shall legally and properly protect the Personal Information that is subcontracted for its handling by a
Contracted party to provide the Services under the Agreement in accordance with the following Articles.

Article 1 (Personal Information)
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1. JQA shall handle the following information as the Personal Information.
(1) Necessary information registered for the use of JQA'’s services such as a name, company name, affiliation,
title, or e-mail address, etc.
(2) Login ID/Password that is lent by JQA for the use of JQA'’s services.
(3) Information which includes comments, questions, replies, and communications about questions or answers
in the process of using JQA'’s services.
(4) Information which includes information of login/logout, progress status of learning, or results of learning
recorded in the process of using JQA'’s services.
(5) Other information about communications (inquiries, application information, JQA'’s replies, etc.) between a
Contracted party and JQA through e-mail, telephone, FAX, letters, etc.
2. JQA shall not accept provisions of the Personal Information other than those specified in the preceding paragraph.

Article 2 (Objectives)

1. This article shall specify necessary matters for protection of the Personal Information that is subcontracted from
a Contracted party to JQA for its handling to perform Services (hereinafter, “Personal Information Related to
Services”).

2. Personal Information Related to Services shall be subcontracted for its handling from a Contracted party to
JQA, for which a Contracted party must obtain approvals from relevant individuals under their own
responsibility. Unless otherwise JQA violates the Confirmations and Understandings and this Auxiliary
Provisions, a Contracted party shall discharge JQA from liability and shall not bring any trouble to JQA
regarding all of legal actions, motions of objection, conflicts, or other claims submitted by a relevant individual
or his/her agent.

Article 3 (Purpose of Use of Personal Information Related to Services)
1. JQA shall use Personal Information Related to Services only for items specified as follows.
(1) Communication or adjustment for performance of Services.
(2) Operation or maintenance works for registration to Websites, confirmation, or revision of the User data.
(3) Works to provide services for Users including notification of Login ID/Password, distribution of materials via

website, checking the Users’ learning status of via website, or replying to questions about contents of services,
etc.

(4) Operation and maintenance work for Websites.
(5) Provision of various information about JQA’s works, notices about new business, marketing surveys, or other
related works.
2. JQA may add new works, revise or abolish a part or whole of works in each item of the preceding paragraph
when JQA determines as appropriate for performance of Services.

Article 4 (Protection of Personal Information Related to Services)
1.JQA shall protect Personal Information Related to Services with the care of a good manager and shall not disclose
them to a third party except for the following cases.

(1) In case that JQA has separately agreed with a Contracted party or Users about disclosure of Personal
Information Related to Services.

(2) In case that JQA handles Personal Information Related to Services jointly with or by subcontracting to a third
party to achieve the purpose of use specified in Article 3.

(3) In case that JQA carries over Personal Information Related to Services to a third party due to transfer of
business or as a part of operating assets because of company split-up.

(4) In case that JQA use Personal Information Related to Services with a specific third party each other, which is
previously informed or announced officially about the purpose of use and a said specific third party.

(5) In case that JQA received an inquiry from a police officer, public procurator, public prosecutor's assistant,
national tax officer, narcotics officer, or a person with an legal authority in a bar association or a court, and
determined such inquiry as legal defense, a legitimate act, or emergency evacuation act and accept such
inquiry for Personal Information Related to Services within the necessary range based on laws and regulations.

2.JQA shall not have persons handle Personal Information Related to Services (excluding a subcontractor as
specified in Paragraph 1, Article 8), except for officers or employees of JQA who should know Personal

Information Related to Services to perform Services (full-time employees, contracted employees, fixed-term

employees, part-timers) or those who are under supervision and instruction of JQA (hereinafter, “Employees”).
Additionally, JQA shall exercise necessary and appropriate supervision if JQA has Employees handle Personal
Information Related to Services.

Article 5 (Disclosure, Correction, Deletion of Personal Information Related to Services)
When JQA receives requests for disclosure, revision, or deletion of obtained Personal Information Related to
Services, upon identity verification, JQA shall disclose, revise, or delete the said information unless there is
some special reason.
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Article 6 (Limitation of copies, etc.)
Only within the necessary range to perform Services, JQA may reproduce or copy Personal Information
Related to Services under JQA'’s responsibility.

Article 7 (Security Control Measures)
JQA shall take necessary and appropriate measures to prevent leakage, loss, falsification, or damage of
Personal Information Related to Services.

Article 8 (Subcontracting)

1. JQA may subcontract handling of a whole or part of Personal Information Related to Services to a
subcontractor within the necessary range to perform Services.

2.When JQA subcontracts as specified in the preceding paragraph, JQA shall select a subcontractor who can
meet sufficient protection criteria about protection of Personal Information Related to Services and have such
contractor impose equivalent obligations for protection of Personal Information Related to Services. JQA shall
also contractually and legally be responsible for such subcontractor’s actions.

Article 9 (Leak Accident of Personal Information Related to Services or its Possibility)

1. JQA shall immediately inform that a leak accident of Personal Information Related to Services (hereinafter,
“Accident”) was caused or there is a possibility of such accident to a Contracted party.

2.In the event of the preceding paragraph, JQA shall put effort into understanding the fact situation, immediately
take actions to prevent the spread of accident, and also report to a Contracted party as appropriate.

3. Provisions in the preceding two paragraphs shall apply mutatis mutandis in the event of accident at a
subcontractor.

Article 10 (Deletion of Personal Information Related to Services)
When transactions regarding Services between a Contracted party and JQA were finished, JQA shall store
existing Personal Information Related to Services (including their reproduction or copies) at the relevant time
point in accordance with internal rules for a certain period, and then delete or discard the said information in a
state incapable of being restored under JQA'’s responsibility.
